2. Medical Record – important to be accurate, know what SOAP is and definition of each. S=Subjective, O=Objective, A=Assessment, P=Plan (p.4-5)

3. Homonyms – Sound the same, spelled different (p.5)

4. Linguist – Study of language.  Four Systems to language,  (pg 6)
a. Lexicon: vocabulary-governed by rules of word formation

b. Grammar

c. Semantics

d. Phonetics – pronunciation

i. Phonemes – meaningful units of sound

5. Word Parts – general term for prefix, suffix, and combining forms

a. Memorize definition of word root and combining form to break down meaning of medical terms.  Root: base, conveys meaning

b. Prefix/suffix – not independent words but modify the word roots meaning

6. Etymology: study of origins of words, Greek/Latin historically
7. Combining vowels: O & I, added to word roots when attaching a suffix that begins with a consonant or another root.

8. Combining form: describes the word root with its associated combing vowel

a. Viscer (organ) – root, Combining vowel is O, combining form viscer/o

i. Skeleton: root bony framework

1. viscer/o/skeleton = bony framework surrounding an organ

14. Antonym – word means opposite of another word:  right/wrong, up/down
